The “First” Annual Basic Skills Competition, Snowflake Classic, sponsored by the Southwest Ice Arena 
& Glenwood FSC, will be held at the Southwest Ice Arena, on Saturday, November 26, 2011.  The ice 
surface at Southwest Ice Arena measures 200x85 feet with rounded corners. 

 

ELIGIBILITY RULES FOR PARTICIPANTS 
 

The competition is open to ALL skaters who are current eligible (ER 1.00) members of either 
the Basic Skills Program and/or are full members of U.S. Figure Skating. To be eligible, 
skaters must have submitted a membership application or be a member in good standing. 
Members of other organizations are eligible to compete but must be registered with the host 
Basic Skills Program/Club or any other Basic Skills Program/Club.   
 
Eligibility will be based on skill level as of closing date of entries. All SNOWPLOW SAM and 
BASIC SKILLS SKATERS THROUGH BASIC 8 must skate at highest level passed or one 
higher and NO official U.S. Figure Skating tests may have been passed including MIF or 
Individual Dances.  Skaters in other events may skate at highest level passed OR one level 
higher BUT not both levels in the same event during the same competition.  
 
ENTRIES AND FEES -All entries must be postmarked no later than October 22, 2011. Late 
entries will be accepted only if space and time permits and will be at the discretion of the 
Referee.  Entry fees are per person. The first event is $35 and each additional event is $7. 
NO refunds after closing date unless event is canceled by (organizing committee name). 
ENTRY FORMS MUST BE FILLED OUT COMPLETELY and returned with fee check made 
payable to Glenwood FSC. There will be a fee for returned checks. 
 
AWARDS – Everyone will receive an award. All events will be final rounds. Medals will be 
awarded to first, second, and third places. ALL other places will receive ribbons. ALL awards 
will be made at appropriate times throughout the competition. 
 
SCHEDULE OF EVENTS – The schedule of events will be posted on the Official Bulletin 
Board and will be posted on the Glenwood FSC WEB page, www.gfsc.org no later than five 
days prior to competition. Information regarding groups and skating times will be emailed to 
competitors who provide us with a legible email address. 
 
PRACTICE ICE - Practice ice will be available on Saturday, November 26th.  You may sign up 
for practice ice at Registration.  Practice Ice will be $5.00 per session. A maximum of 
sixteen (16) skaters will be allowed on the ice during any one session. You may sign up for NO 
MORE THAN TWO SESSIONS on a first come first served basis.  
 

 



   

MUSIC - The music for all free skating programs must be provided on CD’s by the skater. 
CD’s should be clearly marked with the name of the skater, event entered and length of music 
(not skating time). Competition music is to be turned in at registration. CD-RW formats are 
not allowed.  Time duration is always +/- 10 seconds.

          BASIC ELEMENTS EVENT: SNOWPLOW SAM – BASIC 8 
 

Format: Each skater will perform each element when directed by a judge or referee or have the option to 

perform one element at a time in the order listed below (no excessive connecting steps). Referee driven 

format examples: all skaters perform first element before moving on to the next and so on OR each skater 

performs all of the required elements before moving on to the next skater. 

• To be skated on 1/3 to 1/2 ice 

• No music 

• All elements must be skated in the order listed 

• Time: 1:00 or less

• 0.1 from EACH mark for each technical element included that is not permitted in the event 

description. 

• 0.2 from the technical mark for each extra or lacking element.

All of the synchronized skating “illegal elements” found in Rule 4669 of the U.S. Figure Skating rulebook apply to Beginner 1, 

2 and 3. (These are the basic rules, such as no jumps, no highlighting, no lying on the ice, etc.) 

 

Restrictions in Beginner 1 & 2: 

 - Additional elements are not allowed (the team must do only their required elements). 

 - Teams may only use hand-to-hand and shoulder-to-shoulder holds. 

 - Wheels and circles may not travel or change rotational direction.  

 - Beginner 1 teams may not do steps higher than Basic 5 

 - Beginner 2 teams may not do steps higher than Free Skate 1 

 

Restrictions in Beginner 3:  Wheels and circles may not travel or change rotational direction. 

 

 

PRELIMINARY  REQUIREMENTS:   A team of 8 to 16 skaters. The majority of the team must be under 10 on the preceding
